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Monitoring and Removal of Antisemitic Content 

on Social Media Platform Vkontakte 

 

Fighting Online Antisemitism is an Israeli nonprofit which has taken on the challenge 

of removing antisemitic and hate content found online. FOA currently works in various 

languages across six social media platforms and has succeed in reporting hundreds of 

examples of antisemitic conspiracy theories and misleading content, leading to the 

deletion of significant amounts of material. We collaborate with YouTube (Trusted 

Flagger program), Twitter and Facebook, and we are the only Israeli member of the 

global organization International Network Against Cyber Hate (INACH). 

 

With the help of a limited team of Russain-speaking volunteers, we detected 150 cases 

of Antisemitism (as defined by IHRA) on the popular social network VKontakte (VK), 

used by half a billion Russian-speakers. The Antisemitic cases detected included 89 

Antisemitic posts, 42 Antisemitic users posting Antisemitic content on a regular basis 

and 24 undefined* cases (posts or users). Although almost all content was in Russian, 

posts in German, English and Hungarian were also detected.  

 

The majority of posts detected (53%) fell under the category of classic Antisemitism, 

while the remaining content fell under various categories including Holocaust denial, 

incitement to violence, blood libels and conspiracy theories targeting Jews. Specifically, 

we detected conspiracy theories linking Jews to the Covid pandemic. 

As of today, 70% of cases monitored and reported remain visible (109 cases in total of 

which 67 are posts and 42 are users). 25% of cases were removed by the platform (38 

cases in total). 5% of posts (8 posts) were locked for comments (see Graph 1). 

Antisemitim content monitored received a total of 67,608 views and 5,620 likes, where 

each post was viewed 1,408 times on average and on average received 104 likes (see 

Infographic 1).    

 

*Cases remained undefined if they were removed from the platform before our volunteers were able to define the cases as 

users or content.
